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Hello, I'm Miho Yamaguchi, a member of Japan EMF Action.

About five years ago, [ became sensitive to EMF after a small cell base station was installed
near my home. At the time, I was a lecturer at Kyushu University and Kurume University, but
the increasing electrosmog on the campuses, due to the installation of additional WiFi access
points and so on, eventually made it impossible for me to continue working.

As soon as I realized that I had developed EM sensitivity, I began gathering information about
the health effects of EMF exposure. I shared what I learned with my students, as well as with
some consumer groups and politicians.

It was during this time that I learned about Japan EMF Action and joined them.

Japan EMF Action is an NGO dedicated to fostering a society where those who suffer from
health effects caused by environmental EMF are supported, and where such health effects are
prevented. It was founded in 1996, and the representative is Mr. Osami Nomura, the
secretary-general is Mr. Sadatoshi Ohkubo, and the editor-in-chief is Mr. Taro Ajiro.

Their activities include negotiating with government agencies and corporations.They have
successfully prevented the installation of cell base stations and have also removed some that
were already installed, totaling 295 to date.

In terms of smart meters, Japan EMF Action has engaged in repeated negotiations with the
Agency for Natural Resources and Energy as well as the Tokyo Electric Power Company.
They have also sent urging letters to Electric Power Companies across the nation. As a result,
Electric Power Companies in Japan now respond to customers by removing the transmitters
from their smart meters when so demanded. In some cases, customers were able to keep their
analog meters.
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Thanks to the tremendous efforts of conscientious scientists worldwide, there is mounting
evidence of the non-thermal effects of radiofrequency radiation. With their kindest
professional supports, [ was able to write an extensive report on the EMF Medical Conference
2021, and present it at a conference of the Japanese Society of Clinical Ecology, and have it
published in the society journal.

Regarding the use of WiFi in schools, I collaborated with Ms. Yasuko Kato, Representative of
the Life-Environmental Network, and others. We had an interview with officials from the
Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology. They responded by stating
that the use of paper textbooks is mandatory, while the use of digital textbooks is optional.
However, much to our dismay, they also said that as for the use of WiFi at school, it was up to
the Ministry of Internal Affairs and Communications.

In Japan, the Ministry of Internal Affairs and Communications continues to deny the
non-thermal effects of radiofrequency radiation, citing the hazardous guidelines of ICNIRP
and so on as a pretext.

Likewise, an organization, “Japan EMF Information Center” pretends as if everyday exposure
to radiofrequency radiation were harmless, and vigorously propagates this erroneous assertion.
The center consists of a director and five staff members, and each of the five staff members is
seconded from an Electric Power Company. Despite its claim, it is not a “neutral”
organization.

The problems of ever-growing EMF health effects and EMF Safety Frauds are hardly covered
in Japanese media.

“The International Declaration on the Human Rights of Children in the Digital Age” points
out that parents remain uninformed about the risk of EMF exposure. This is also the case in
Japan, and children are left unprotected.

Alarmingly, developmental disorders such as ADHD are skyrocketing.

In addition, the number of children with chemical sensitivities is rapidly increasing in Japan. I
suspect that this is also related to the exponentially increasing radiofrequency radiation in the
environment because it has been pointed out that EMF exposure can have synergistic effects
with chemical exposure.

It is imperative that we, as global citizens, collaborate to address this serious problem, so let
us unite for “The International Declaration on the Human Rights of Children in the Digital
Age” and gain momentum to disseminate the truth about EMF health effects, as well as the
commercial exploitation of privacy and human rights.

In each region and all over the world, let us strive to reach a tipping point. We shall
overcome!
